MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 26, 2013 – REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING 

The City Council of the City of Brush, Colorado met in regular session on August 26, 2013.  Mayor 
Daniel R. Scalise called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given.

Attorney Bo Chapin, Assistant Fire Chief Ray Uhrick, and City Clerk Andrea Strand.  
 
MINUTES 
 
The minutes of the regular meeting of August 12, 2013, were approved as submitted. 
  
 
VISITORS AND DELEGATIONS 
 
Brad Reid who resides at 210 South Clayton Street in Brush was present with concerns of a neighbor 
who had constructed a fire pit and he feels it does not comply with the City’s recommendations.  
Administrator Torres will direct the police chief and fire chief to review the issue. Mayor Scalise advised 
Mr. Reid to contact the police department when the neighbor is burning items. 
 
Council adjourned and reconvened as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority. 
 
 
COUNCIL ACTING AS THE LOCAL LIQUOR LICENSING AUTHORITY 
Public Hearing upon the application submitted by Shooters Saloon, Inc. for a Tavern Liquor 
License located at 121 Clayton Street 
 
Mayor Scalise opened the public hearing before the Local Liquor Licensing Authority of the City of 
Brush to determine whether the application for a Tavern Liquor License by Applicant Shooters Saloon 
Inc, dba Shooters Saloon, 121 Clayton Street, should be granted or denied.  He stated that the hearing 
would be conducted pursuant to the laws of the State of Colorado and the Ordinances and procedures 
of the City of Brush. 
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The purpose of the hearing was to receive information, data and testimony by any interested parties in 
order to enable the Local Liquor Licensing Authority to make findings and reach conclusions required to 
be made by state law as to whether or not the application should be approved or denied.  One of the 
principal questions the Local Liquor Licensing Authority would be concerned with throughout this 
hearing relates to the reasonable requirements of the neighborhood for the outlets applied for and the 
desires of the inhabitants of that neighborhood with respect to the outlet.  Those persons who will be 
heard during this hearing are “parties of interest”, who are defined by state law as being the applicant, 
residents of the neighborhood and owners or managers of businesses located in the neighborhood. 
 
The Mayor explained the order of the hearing.  At the conclusion of the Mayor’s opening comments, the 
City Clerk would give a summary of the preliminary investigation completed with regards to the 
application.  The Applicant would present their case, meaning they will present testimony, exhibits, 
petitions, or other materials relevant to the application.  Interested parties may then testify for or against 
the proposed application, after which the Applicant will have the opportunity for rebuttal.  At the 
conclusion of all testimony, the Local Liquor Licensing Authority will make its decision to approve or 
deny the application. All testimony would be given under oath given by the City Clerk.  Any exhibits 
presented during the hearing will be submitted to the City Clerk to become part of the record.    The 
Clerk’s official files are hereby admitted into the record of this hearing. 
 
After the Mayor explained the procedure for the hearing, City Clerk Andrea Strand reported that the 
completed application by Shooters Saloon Inc. for a tavern liquor license was accepted on July 22, 
2013, the Local Liquor Licensing Authority defined the neighborhood as the City limits of Brush, 
Colorado.  A background investigation was completed by the Brush Police Department and the 
Colorado Bureau of Investigations which revealed nothing to preclude the applicant from holding a 
liquor license.  A notice for the public hearing was published in the Brush News Tribune on August 21, 
2013, and the Fort Morgan Times on August 21, 2013, and the notice for the public hearing was posted 
on the property, 121 Clayton Street, on August 1, 2013, both in accordance with the statutory 
requirements. 
 
The Applicant Shooters Saloon, Inc. represented by owner Mario Palambo was given the oath by Clerk 
Strand and presented testimony with regards to the application.  He introduced himself and provided 
draft copies of menus and server training certificates his staff had obtained.  He stated that hours will 
be Monday through Thursday 3 p.m. to midnight.  Friday and Saturday 3 p.m. to 2 a.m.  Sundays will 
be open for various sporting events.   
 
Public Comments – Chuck Miller and Paul Cohen spoke in favor of the application.  Clerk Strand stated 
she had not received any written comments from the public. 
 
The Local Liquor Licensing Authority asked about crowd control, gambling, and outside seating.   
 
 The Mayor closed the public hearing at 5:50 p.m. 
 
Councilor Dykes offered a motion to approve the tavern liquor license for Shooters Saloon Inc.,   
located at 121 Clayton Street.  Her motion was seconded by Councilor Smith and was approved 
unanimously by roll call vote.   
 
Local Liquor Licensing Authority adjourned and reconvened as City Council.

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MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORTS 
 
Councilor Quinlin reported on a program called Weight and Win.  It involves hosting a kiosk in a facility 
in Morgan County which will provided incentives to patrons to weigh-in.  She will research the topic 
more and provide a summary to council at the September 23rd meeting. 
 
The Mayor stated that future agenda items are fire pit regulations and the fire equipment fund for the 
fire department. 
 
 
EAST MORGAN COUNTY HOSPITAL PERMIT FEE WAIVER REQUEST 
 
Mayor Scalise excused himself from this item as he serves on the East Morgan County Hospital Board.  
Assistant City Administrator Karen Schminke presented a request submitted by East Morgan County 
Hospital for a building permit fee waiver for their hospital expansion project.  The have applied for a 
permit and the estimated value of the project is $11,510,772.  The total charge for this permit (excluding 
plan review fees) is $50,179.65.  East Morgan County Hospital meets the criteria for an entity to make 
this request.  
 
Councilor Acosta offered a motion to approve the building permit fee reduction in the amount of 50%.  
His motion was seconded by Councilor Quinlin and was approved unanimously by roll call vote, with 
Mayor Scalise recused.
